	4: In our experience of developing primary care across the UK and locally, including supporting the ICB in respect of developing healthcare plans, this policy should include a specific requirement to identify and allocate sites suitable for primary care. This could include allowing exceptional development on greenbelt land. 

A significant barrier to developing new NHS estate is both the physical availability of land, and the terms on which it is available (cost and timing).

Urban areas compound these problems with poor land availability in local centres, particularly as the strategic drive is to develop larger buildings that provide greater scale and efficiency and need to be supported by good access (and parking). 


	5: The supplementary guidance proposed in para 7.24 to assess impact is welcome and will be very helpful in our view to both determine and quantify the financial contribution required. 

If not already forseen/proposed, the ability for the LPA to capture a capital receipt from a development which it can then aggregate with others for the NHS to identify and fund specific projects (flexibly) would greatly help the deliverability of healthcare schemes in our experience. The NHS projects would of course still need to address the healthcare deficit the housing development which made the contribution would otherwise create, 

There could be a risk otherwise (for example) that a health project identified at the planning stage of a housing development is no longer (or less) relevant by the time the housing is actually delivered and/or any S106 triggered. I.e. there could be timing issue between the health need and the appropriate project to address it being identify and then the funding arriving to deliver it (e.g. if the housing scheme is delayed), which could well mean the original proposal less relevant or there is a better alternative.
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
